Member States have to transpose EU law on 
safeguards for children who are suspects or 
accused in criminal proceedings by June 2019

This will make proceedings 
more child-friendly

Unaccompanied children
applications dropped from

Unaccompanied and separated children
arriving in Europe via the Mediterranean fell from
