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	FRA asked its research network FRANET to collect information on types of institutional and community based services for persons with disabilities available in each EU Member State. The data collection focused on the main features of the service types (the type of the structure, the provider and funder of support) and the population provided for (age group, type of impairment, level of support provided). In addition, the data collection on institutional services included information on typical size, length of admissions, and length of time that institutions/services of that type have been operating. The data collection on community-based services included information on availability of the type of CBS in the country, eligibility and user control over the support provided).

� “These 16 apartments are designed especially for PPD (of which 5 are vacant due to lack of applications). In addition to these Nepremičnine Celje d.o.o. (that manages non-profit rental housing units for municipality Celje) also provides 27 sheltered housing units for older persons, also fully equipped for PPD (all are occupied).” 


� “No units especially for PPD, however a new non-profit apartment building built in 2007, with 16 apartments is equipped with an elevator although it has only three floors. It has one tenant that is physically disabled.”


� “Because there was no demand from physically disabled persons, the unit was rented to a family.”


� “Municipality Hodoš does not have any non-profit units.”


� “In the period from 2010, one other PPD had to move out because he or she was not able to pay rent.”


�  “They have 6 non-profit units not suitable for PPD. ” 


� “Municipality Koper also has on its territory, 12 sheltered housing units for elder persons (oskrbovana stanovanja) completely adapted for PPD, and rented out for a non-profit rent.” 


� “Municipality Krško has four non-profit units on the ground floor, with wheel chair access to enter the building (but no other adaptation). To this day they had not been rented out to PPD.”


� According to the municipality: “In the last years no other demand has risen.”


� As stated by the municipality: “The municipality does not collect data on the exact numbers of PPD tenants. In the units mentioned the tenant or at least one of the tenant’s family members (e.g. child) is a person with disabilities.”   


� According to the municipality: “To the date of the latest public tender for non-profit units, in July 2015, there has been no application filed for a unit adapted for PPD needs.”


� “The Public Inter-Municipal Housing Fund Maribor owns seven non-profit units, of which six are in Maribor and one on the territory of municipality Starše” (see below).


� “Some units are on ground floor, others have elevators and could be adapted if the need arose.” 


� According to the municipality: “Residents in the municipality have not demonstrated the need for such units.”  


� “The municipality owns 34 non-profit living units, none of which are adapted for PPD needs.”


� “No non-profit units, however the municipality financially assisted one family with a physically disabled family member, in the adaptation of their apartment, as the need arose.”


� “From the total of 182 non-profit units that the municipality owns.”


� “A unit was rented to a family with PPD child from 2003-2013, which then waived the right, because they moved to another area. Since then the need to rent the unit to a PPD or family with a PPD child has not been demonstrated.” 


� According to the municipality: “One apartment was especially bought and one adaptation especially funded, as the need arose. They are currently no other needs.”


� According to the municipality: “Suitable for PPD and/or older persons.”


� The municipality also has “14 apartments equipped and intended especially for PPD, for one or max. two persons, located in the same building as the VDC ”, which we did not count as they do not enable living in the community, independent from the institution of the VDC.


� As stated by the municipality: “Two families with PPD members received units suitable, but not especially adapted for PPD needs.” 


� As stated by the municipality:“Municipality Žiri does not have non-profit units especially adapted for PPD needs, however some are suitable for persons with a moderate disability, e.g. as some units are on the ground floor.”
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
