Does the same law apply for national, federal, local and regional elections, and referendums?
	Article 51 par. 3 of the Greek Constitution
 regulates the right to vote and the limitations to the right to vote. 

The Presidential Decree 26/2012 Codification of legislation on the election of members of Parliament (Κωδικοποίηση σ’ ενιαίο κείμενο των διατάξεων της νομοθεσίας για την εκλογή βουλευτών, OG A 57/15.3.2012) determines the conditions for the right to vote in national elections.
 The right to vote belongs to Greek citizens over the age of 18 years (article 4). People who have been deprived of their legal capacity and people convicted by a penal court for specific crimes are deprived of the right to vote (article 5). 

Article 44 par.2 of the Constitution determines the requirements and conditions for conducting referenda. These are further specified in the recent Law 4023/2011 Enhancing direct and participatory democracy through referenda (Διεύρυνση της άμεσης και συμμετοχικής δημοκρατίας με την διενέργεια δημοψηφίσματος OG A 220/24.10.2011).

Law 3852/2010 New architecture of local administration and decentralized administration- Programme Kallikrates (Νέα Αρχιτεκτονική της Αυτοδιοίκησης και της Αποκεντρωμένης Διοίκησης − Πρόγραμμα Καλλικράτης) determines the conditions for participation in local government elections.
  

Council Directive 93/109/EC of 6 December 1993 on the arrangements for the exercise of the right to vote and stand as a candidate in elections to the European Parliament for citizens of the Union residing in a Member State of which they are not nationals was transposed into national legislation by Law 2196/1994 (OG 41/22.03.1994)
. The details for the exercise of the right to vote are determined by circulars ahead of each election.  (See, for example, circulars No 42/24.9.2008, 44235/9.10.2003, 62735/8.12.2005 and 8955/13.2.2007)
. 

	Is there a requirement under law to register to vote? If so, please specify the relevant legislation.
	The Presidential Decree 26/2012 on the codification in a unique text of the legislation on the election of members of Parliament (Κωδικοποίηση σ’ ενιαίο κείμενο των διατάξεων της νομοθεσίας για την εκλογή βουλευτών) specifically provides that the right to vote can be exercised by those included in the electoral registers of their electoral district (article 6). Article 10 of the same law provides for the registration of new voters. Registration for Greek citizens is automatic based on residence lists (article 8). Only Greek nationals can vote in national elections, therefore these provisions only apply to them. 

Article 10 of Law 3852/2010 on the new architecture of local administration and decentralized administration - Programme Kallikrates (Νέα Αρχιτεκτονική της Αυτοδιοίκησης και της Αποκεντρωμένης Διοίκησης − Πρόγραμμα Καλλικράτης) determines those that have the right to vote in local government elections. This right belongs to citizens registered in electoral registers, citizens of EU member states, co-ethnics and legally resident foreign nationals (article 9 par. 2). The right to vote can only be exercised by those inscribed in electoral registers (Article 11). 

-For nationals, registration is automatic based on residence (as for national elections). 

-Special registers are maintained for EU citizens, co-ethnics and legally resident foreign nationals (article 12). EU citizens need to address the municipality where they reside to make an application and provide proof of identity (identity card or passport)
. 

-Third country nationals legally residing in Greece need to provide, in accordance with art. 15 and 16 of law Ν.3838/2010
 a certified copy of their valid residence permit, a certified copy of their passport, proof of two years of residence in the municipality and a penal record extract. 

Following the Council of State΄s judgment nr. 460/2013, according to which the provisions of the Law 3838/2010 concerning the right to vote and to stand as a candidate of co-ethnics and legal residing immigrants in local elections, are found to be not in compliance with the Greek Constitution, the Ministry of Interior has taken legislative initiative in order to implement the above mentioned judicial decision.  

Citizens of the Union who wish to exercise their right to vote in European elections in Greece have to be included in the special voting registers of their place of residence according to the procedure described above for local government elections. Specific instructions are provided by circulars.


	Is there any limitation foreseen by law which could affect the right of persons with disabilities to vote in European Parliament and municipal elections? Please give details of any restrictions on the right to vote of persons with disabilities, including any link between a particular type of impairment (e.g. psychosocial/intellectual disability) or substituted decision making (e.g. loss of legal capacity, placement under guardianship)and the right to vote in elections.

Does the same law regarding voting rights apply for national, local/regional elections and referendums?
	Individuals who, because of a disability, have been declared by a court fully incapacitated are deprived of their voting rights.
 Apart from those, all other people with disabilities, irrespective of the disability in question, have the right to vote. 
Article 51 par 3 of the Constitution regulates the right to vote and its limitations. The Presidential Decree 26/2012 Codification of legislation on the election of members of Parliament (Κωδικοποίηση σ’ ενιαίο κείμενο των διατάξεων της νομοθεσίας για την εκλογή βουλευτών, OG A 57/15.3.2012) determines the conditions for the right to vote in national elections. According to article 5 “People who have been deprived of their legal capacity and people convicted by a penal court for specific crimes are deprived of the right to vote”. 



	Is there legislation in place regulating how people living in long-term institutions may vote?
	Electoral legislation does not include provisions regulating the exercise of the right to vote by people residing in long term institutions. Voting takes place in the designated polling stations.
 There is no possibility to vote from home or by post. 

	Is there a duty under law to provide reasonable accommodation for persons with disabilities in voting procedures? For example, is there a duty to provide assistance at the polling station (e.g. braille or large print ballot papers, independent support person to assist with voting chosen by the person with a disability) or to allow for alternative means of voting (e.g. postal ballots, voting in advance, home-based voting, voting at institutions, mobile voting)?
	According to article 83 par 3 Decree 96/2007 and article 83 par 3 of the Presidential Decree 26/2012, “Voters who are physically incapable, (to follow the procedure of par. 2) have the right to be addressed to the representative of the judicial authority or a member of the Election Committee who are obliged to help them”.

These provisions are substantiated by different circulars, such as for example:

-Circular No. 41 on “Facilities for Voting by People with Disabilities in the General Elections of 4 October 2009”
 provides further guidance and clarification on facilitating the exercise of voting rights for disabled people. According to the circular, the polling station (PS) chairperson is required to take necessary measures for a disabled person to exercise voting rights and to ensure the secrecy and integrity of the voting process. The circular leaves it to the discretion of the PS chairperson to find appropriate solutions to achieve these goals. Such measures may include delivery of voting materials (including ballot papers) to a PS area accessible to a disabled voter or just outside the polling station.

-Circular No 20, of the 3d of September 2010 entitled “Facilitation of voters with disabilities during the Municipal and Regional election of 7th and the second round of 14th November 2010”, states that assistance includes entering the voting booth with the person and bringing election materials outside the polling station when it is inaccessible.

-Circular (Prot. No. 52671) of the 15th of September 2010 was addressed to the prefectures of the country regarding the preparation for the regional and municipal elections. In the circular, it was stressed that: “As in the past there have been complaints from people with disabilities, please make every effort to ensure that selected dwellings are on the ground floor or can be configured to facilitate these people to exercise their right to vote.” 
-Circular no 20 of the Minister of Interior
, issued on 19 April 2012 entitled “Facilities for the exercise of voting rights of citizens with disabilities in the general elections of 6 May 2012”, provides that persons with disabilities vote with priority. It also states that for persons using wheelchairs or other similar equipment, in cases where there are difficulties due to the absence of polling shops, ramps, elevators or other means to ensure access to the voting hall, the representative of the judiciary is obliged to ensure the exercise of the voting right of the person by any means. 

For this purpose, the representative of the judiciary may request the assistance of members of the Election committee, the guard of the store or even ordinary voters to facilitate the voting procedure for the person. The representative may also interrupt the voting procedure, while ensuring the secrecy of voting and smooth function, undertaken personally or with the possible assistance of a member of the Election Committee, to deliver the voter a file stamped and initialled, and full series of ballots, so the person can retire in an appropriate, accessible place in order to vote. In any case, according to the last paragraph of the Circular, it is left to the discretion of the judiciary representative to seek other solutions sufficient to ensure the uninterrupted exercise of persons with disabilities to vote.
The election law does not allow persons with disabilities to receive assistance from a person of their choice while casting their ballots. Following OSCE and ODIGR election monitoring reports of the early parliamentary elections of the 6th of May 2012,”in light of Greece's recent ratification of the UNCRPD and in order to ensure the secrecy of the vote, amendments should be introduced to the current legislation to require that polling stations be accessible to voters with disabilities and to allow such voters to select assistance providers of their choice.”
 

	Is there a duty under law for public and private providers of internet and web-based information to ensure that public information is subject to accessibility requirements (e.g. equivalent to Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) 2.0 AA standard)
	Article 5A of the Constitution, added in the constitutional revision of 2001, consolidates the right of all to information and the right to participate in the Information Society. Especially with regard to the latter, the Constitution provides that ‘facilitation of access to electronically transmitted information, as well as of the production, exchange and diffusion thereof, constitutes an obligation of the State’.

The Law 3861/2010 on the Enhancement of transparency through the obligatory uploading of laws and acts of governmental and administrative organs and organs of local government on the Internet “Programme Diavgeia” and other provisions
 introduces the obligation to upload laws, presidential decrees and other acts on the internet in order to ensure their publicity. Article 6 par. 6 specifically provides that ‘in the design and maintenance of websites and the uploading of laws and acts mentioned in the present law, care is taken to ensure the access of people with disabilities to the content of websites’. The law does not refer to specific accessibility standards. 

The Law 3979/2011 on e-government and other provisions
 acknowledges the right of natural and legal persons of private law to communicate with public authorities through ICT technologies and regulates the use of ICT from public bodies. The general principles of e-government include the obligation of public authorities to formulate information, communication and e-government services in a user-friendly way and to take into account the accessibility needs of specific groups or individuals and particularly the needs of people with disabilities (article 4 par. 7). Special reference is made to design and application of e-government services, information and communication systems and services that need to ensure accessibility and use by people with disabilities (article 4 par. 8). The law makes no reference to specific accessibility standards. 

Art 4. of the Ministerial Decision  ΥΑΠ/Φ.40.4/1/989 (OG B’ 1301/2012) on the approval of the E-government framework stipulates that the public websites should be accessible to person with disabilities.
There is no specific obligation for private providers. 

	Is there a duty under law for public and private providers of media (including newspapers, TV, radio and internet) to ensure that their information and communications are subject to accessibility requirements?
	The Law 2328/1995 on the legal status of private television and local radios, regulation of issues pertaining to the radio and television market and other provisions
 regulates issues related to the information and communication transmitted by mass media. The same law applies to public television. 

According to article 3 par. 20 of Law 2328/1995 television stations transmitting at national or district level must obligatorily transmit on a daily basis between 16.00 - 22.00 pm at least one news bulletin in Greek sign language with concurrent subtitles for deaf people, with a minimum duration of 7 minutes. Further, television stations are obliged to include in their program, at least once every fortnight, an informative, entertainment or educational program of at least 30 minutes in sign language and subtitles. These minimum obligations do not hinder television stations to undertake further initiatives for deaf people. 

The Law 2644/1998 on the legal status of subscriber broadcasting services
  also stipulates in art. 10 regarding Principles and Rules governing Program Content (Αρχές και κανόνες περιεχομένου του προγράμματος) that the provisions of Art. 3, par. 1 to 12, 14, 17 and 22 of Law 2328/1995 shall apply to the content of subscriber broadcasting services.  These provisions concern the respect of the personality, privacy and participation of the individual in economic, social and political activity, the terms and conditions whereon radio and television advertisements and other messages of similar nature may be broadcasted, the protection of children, the guarantee of political diversity and access by political parties to radio and television broadcasts, and protection of consumers’ interests and the interests of citizens in general.

Article 2 par.5 of the recent Law 4173/2013 on the newly re-established public television broadcaster (NERIT)
 states that radio and television programmes addressing all categories of the population, should take into account the needs of vulnerable social groups and that their content and distribution must allow accessibility for people with disabilities. No detailed provisions exist. 
Article 8 par. 1-4 of the Presidential Decree 109/2010 on the harmonization with Directive 2010/13/EU
 states that all (public and private) providers of audio-visual media are obliged to make their services gradually accessible to people with hearing disabilities. The law does not establish a specific deadline for ensuring the accessibility of the services. 

A recommendation issued by the Greek National Council for Radio and Television (No 2/5.2.2013) indicates all television stations to comply with these obligations and make their services accessible to people with hearing disabilities. The NCRT is the regulatory agency competent for the enforcement of radio and television regulations.  

	Does the law foresee training for election authorities and election officials on non-discrimination on the grounds of disability, accessibility and reasonable accommodation?
	The Ministry of Interior issues election circulars in order to provide the Head (Judicial representative) and the members of the returning boards of the polling stations, with detailed information and instructions on facilitating people with disabilities to participate in the voting procedure. Relevant electoral circulars are included in the material that election officers receive prior to the election. It is not considered as necessary to train members of returning boards, given that their tasks are very simple and they exercise them according to instructions given by the Head of the returning boards.

	Does the national strategy/action plan on disability cover the right to political participation of persons with disabilities?
	No action plan.

	Are all persons with disabilities, including those who have been deprived of their legal capacity, able to access redress and complaint mechanisms in cases where they have not been able to exercise the right to vote?
	The Presidential Decree 26/2012
 allows for complaints against the inclusion or exclusion of a voter in/from the electoral registry (article 17). The provision does not exclude people with disabilities. This complaint procedure is addressed to the mayor and adjudicated by the Court of First Instance. There is no dedicated website. 

Article 85 of the same Presidential Decree provides for the possibility of voters to complain for irregularities in the course of the election. Complaints are submitted in written form to the election commission of the specific polling station. This provision concerns all voters, including those with disability. 

People deprived of their legal capacity do not have the right to vote and therefore cannot submit complaints.

	Are there mechanisms in place to ensure that disabled people’s organisations (DPOs) are consulted and involved in the development of laws and policies in electoral matters? Please give details of the mechanisms through which DPOs are involved.
	Article 5 of the Law 4048/2012 on Regulatory Governance: Principles, procedures and means of Better Regulation (Ρυθμιστική Διακυβέρνηση: Αρχές, Διαδικασίες και Μέσα Καλής Νομοθέτησης, OG A 34/12.2.2012)
, acknowledges consultation as one of the means of better regulation. Article 6 regulates a two-phase consultation procedure for all planned legislation but does not impose obligations with regard to who should be consulted. Therefore, the law does not require obligatory consultation with civil society or specific interest groups. There are no special provisions for consultation with people with disabilities or consultation regarding electoral legislation. 

	Is training provided to election authorities and election officials on non-discrimination on the grounds of disability, accessibility and reasonable accommodation?
	

	Have national judicial redress mechanisms considered any cases related to the right to political participation of persons with disabilities?

Please give details of relevant case law and any available data on the number of such cases.
	Following research in legal databases no judicial decisions on the right to political participation of people with disabilities were identified. This was confirmed by the national Confederation of People with Disabilities. 

	Have national non-judicial redress mechanisms (e.g. National Human Rights Institutions, Equality Bodies, Ombuds institutions) considered any cases related to the right to political participation of persons with disabilities?

Please give details of relevant case law and any available data on the number of such cases.
	At the time of request, no decisions had been identified with regard to the right to political participation of people with disabilities. No such information was included in the websites or reports of the Ombudsman and the National Commission for Human Rights. This was confirmed by the National Confederation of People with Disabilities.

However, the recent Ombudsman reports for the year 2013 the investigation of a case that concluded to a more systematic intervention as regards the political participation of persons with intellectual disability
. The case was submitted by the father of a 26 year old person with an intellectual disability (Asperger) who was judicially recognised under subsidiary guardianship. After the publication of the Decision, the Decision was directly transmitted to the competent electoral service of the ministry of Interior and the complainant was excluded from the electoral registers. As a result, despite the fact that the complainant was participating in previous electoral procedures, suddenly and without any previous notification, in the elections of May 2012 he could not participate due to fact that he was not included in the electoral registers. According to the Constitution (article 51 par. 3) “The law may restrict the right to vote only if not completed minimum age or legal incapacity or as a result of irrevocable criminal conviction for certain crimes ". In addition, according to presidential degree (article 5 PD 96/2007) the right to vote may be restricted only for persons recognised under full subsidiary guardianship. The Ombudsman stressed in its intervention the constitutional protection provided to persons with disabilities (article 21 par. 1) and the protection provided by the Convention for the rights of persons with disabilities (article 29 of L4074/2012), concluding that the restriction of the electoral right of the complaint consists of a  breach of the law. The Ombudsman asked the direct re-registration of the complainant to the electoral registers and the checking of all relevant cases transmitted by the Courts in the past. The ministry of Interior responded in due time and reassured that all the previous decisions will be checked and that a more credible procedure is already implemented in the transmission of the data by the Courts in order to avoid the repetition of such cases in the future.

	Is information about how and where to complain in the case of problems with exercising the right to political participation accessible to all persons with disabilities? 
	No information was identified on how and where to complain in the case of problems with exercising the right to political participation. The complaint mechanisms referred to previously do not have websites. They deal exclusively with inclusion in the electoral registers and irregularities in the electoral process or the counting of the votes. There is no information publicly available at the polling station on how to complain. The election officer can provide information on this matter if requested. The information available on the elections webpage of the Ministry of Interior does not include information on complaints
. This website is partly accessible to people with disabilities (the section titled ‘users’ of the website refers to accessibility standards W3c WAI-A, WCAG 1.0).

	What was the voter turnout rate for persons with disabilities in the most recent municipal elections and in the 2009 European Parliament elections? How does this compare with the voter turnout rate among the general population?
What was the voter turnout rate for persons with disabilities in the most recent national elections? How does this compare with the voter turnout rate among the general population?
	The registry of the Directorate of Elections of the Ministry of Interior does not maintain data on the percentage of participation of people with disabilities in elections. According to Greek electoral legislation there is no possibility to vote from home. Therefore, no such data exists.

	How many members of the current national parliament identify as having a disability?
	The Hellenic Parliament does not maintain data on members of Parliament with disabilities. In 2010, a special provision was included in the Standing Orders of the Parliament (Part B, art. 1 par. 4) establishing the obligation of the Speaker to facilitate the exercise of parliamentary work of MPs with special needs
. Despite the lack of official data in the parliamentary periods from 22/9/1996 - today two MPs have requested accommodation measures due to disability. Only one of them is a member of the current Parliament. 

	How many members of current municipal governments identify as having a disability?
	The Directorate for Elections of the Ministry of Interior does not maintain data on the percentage and the number of elected members of municipal and district authorities with disabilities. Specific feedback was provided by certain districts. Namely:

· In the District of Athens elected members of the district board with a disability are 1% 

· In the District of West Macedonia, 1 (out of 50) elected member of the district board has a disability  

· The district of Central Macedonia does not maintain data related to disability  

· In the district of Western Greece 1 (out of 51) elected member of the district board has a disability 

· The district of Ipeiros does not maintain data on disability 

	What proportion of polling stations is accessible for persons with disabilities? Please indicate whether polling stations are accessible for all persons with disabilities or for particular impairment groups e.g. persons with visual, hearing, physical impairments etc.)
	There is no data on the percentage of polling stations accessible to people with disabilities. However, before the elections, the Ministry of Interior issues guidelines to district authorities to select polling stations (these are schools or other public buildings) accessible to all citizens and to electoral committees to assist people with disability in exercising their right to vote. In specific, people with disabilities have a priority in voting. 



	Does the website to provide instructions for voting and information on candidates run by the ministry responsible for organising elections meet accessibility standards (e.g. equivalent to Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) 2.0 AA standard)?
	The website of the Ministry of Interior providing information on elections meets some accessibility standards
. Namely, the section entitled ‘users’ provides information for changing text size with the use of the mouse or the keyboard. Reference is made to WAI-A, WCAG 1.0 accessibility standards. 

	What proportion of main public and/or private television broadcasts providing instructions for voting and information on candidates has national language subtitles?
	No information on this topic was provided by the Ministry of Interior.

Public television (ERT) was shut down in late spring and therefore it was not –and still is not- possible to inquire or collect any information on this topic. 

The Instructions issued by the Greek National Council for Radio and Television on the coverage of pre-electoral period before the elections of 17.6.2012 (No 4/29.05.2012) made no reference to subtitled information in public broadcasts. 

Private broadcasters Antenna, Skai, Alpha and Star confirmed that there is no practice of use of national language subtitles, except for the news in sign language. 

	What proportion of main public and/or private television broadcasts providing instructions for voting and information on candidates has audio description?
	No information on this topic was provided by the Ministry of Interior.

The Instructions issued by the Greek National Council for Radio and Television on the coverage of pre-electoral period before the elections of 17.6.2012 (No 4/29.05.2012) made no reference to audio description in broadcasts providing instructions for voting.  

Public television (ERT) was shut down in late spring and therefore it was and still is not possible to inquire or collect any information on this topic.

Private broadcasters Antenna, Skai, Alpha and Star confirmed that there is no practice of use of audio description in broadcasts providing instructions on voting, except for the news in sign language. 

	What proportion of main public and/or private television broadcasts providing instructions for voting and information on candidates has sign language interpretation?
	No information on this topic was provided by the Ministry of Interior.

During the national elections of 2009, the National Confederation of People with Disabilities addressed a letter to the Inter-party Election Committee to support the claim of the Greek Federation of Deaf for availability of sign language interpretation in pre-electoral debates and in the presentation of the party manifestos
. No measures were adopted in response to this letter. 

The Instructions issued by the Greek National Council for Radio and Television on the coverage of pre-electoral period before the elections of 17.6.2012 (No 4/29.05.2012) made no reference to sign language interpretation in broadcasts providing instructions for voting. 

Public television (ERT) was shut down in late spring and therefore it was not possible to inquire or collect any information on this topic.

Private broadcasters Antenna, Skai, Alpha and Star confirmed that there is no practice of use of sign language in broadcasts providing instructions on voting, except for the news in sign language. 

	How many political parties, out of the total who participated in the most recent European Parliament and municipal elections, made their manifesto/campaign material accessible to persons with disabilities (e.g. large print, braille, easy-to-read, audio versions etc)?
	No information is available. 

The webpages of the political parties represented in the current Parliament were visited and accessible manifestos were not identified
. 

Inquiries with most of the political parties represented in the Parliament (Nea Dimokratia, Syriza, Pasok, Dimar and KKE) confirmed that their manifestos and campaign material were not available in accessible formats. Syriza informed that sign language interpretation was available in major electoral events. 

	What proportion of public authority national and municipal buildings is accessible to persons with disabilities?
	The Directorate of Simplification of Procedures and Productivity, Section of Accessibility of People with Disabilities, of the Ministry of Administrative Reform and Electronic Government, conducted a survey of all public services, public law legal entities and local governments on the accessibility of buildings where services are located, through a circular ΔΙΑΔΠ/Π.ΑμεΑ.Φ.3/2.6644/11.03.2008 on Accessibility of public buildings for people with disabilities
. 

The survey collected information on a presentation of the accessibility status of buildings, programming of actions and works for improving accessibility and time plan of these actions. The criteria for accessibility were those included in national legislation
. 

The survey was completed on 31/07/2008 and the results were the following: 

- the data collected originated from 376 bodies and concerned 3.828 buildings. Of these, 9 buildings were used by Ministries, 6 by General Secretariats, 139 by public law entities, 193 by first tier local government authorities (municipalities), 20 by second tier local government entities (prefectures) and 9 by Districts. 
- accessibility works were planned for 776 building (20% of the total) while no works were planned for 3.052 buildings (80% of the total). 

- in terms of accessibility in 1.888 buildings (49%) no accessibility measures were adopted while works were planned in 346 buildings (18%). In 1.594 buildings (42%) partial accessibility was ensured. Only 346 buildings (9%) were fully accessible to people with disabilities. No updated information is available. 

According to inspections conducted by the Body of Inspectors Controllers of Public Administration, in the Prefecture of Larissa 48% of public buildings are accessible. In the district of Peloponnisos, 21% of the buildings are accessible in the city of Nafplion, 34% in the city of Kalamata, 40% in the city of Tripolis and 42% in the city of Sparta. The criteria used to determine accessibility were those included in construction regulations valid at that time (Law 1577/1985 General Construction Regulations (Γενικός Οικοδομικός Κανονισμός). 

Following information provided by certain districts: 

-In the district of Athens accessible buildings raise to 95% of the total; 

-In the district of western Greece 60 % of the buildings of the district entity of Achaia are accessible, 85% of the district entity of Ileia and only 1 building in the District entity of Etoloakarnania 

-In the district of Ipeiros the provisions of article 28 of law 2831/2000 on special provisions for people with disabilities have been applied to a percentage of almost 100%. The criteria used to determine accessibility were those included in legislation at that time.

	How many complaints related to infringements of the right to political participation of persons with disabilities were recorded in 2012? What proportion of these complaints was successful?
	Following communications with the National Confederation of People with Disabilities no complaints have been recorded related to the political participation of people with disabilities. Complaints bodies do not have websites.
